Calendar Changes

Due to Hurricane Sandy, schools were closed for 7 days, from October 29" through November 6%, leaving students with
less than the required mandatory school days. There are three “snow” or inclement weather days built into the calendar
for students, leaving four days to be made up. In order to meet New Jersey State statute requiring 180 days of school and
to provide additional professional development for staff, the Orange Board of Education approved several changes to the
existing district calendar for the 2012 - 2013 school year.

e Schools were open on November 8 and 9, in place of the canceled New Jersey Teachers’ Convention, making up 2
days missed due to the storm.

e Students will have school on Friday, February 1, 2013 and the staff Professional Development (PD) will
be cancelled, making up a third day missed due to Sandy.

e Schools will be open for a half-day on Good Friday, March 29, 2013, making up the final day lost from “Superstorm
Sandy”.

e To facilitate additional PD, students will be dismissed at 2:30 p.m. every third Monday of the month (with a few
exceptions). The early dismissal is only on these dates, unless otherwise denoted on the calendar. The specific
days are: November 19, 2012, December 17, 2012, January 28, 2013, February 25, 2013, March 18, 2013, April
22, 2013, May 20, 2013, and June 17, 2013.

In the event there are additional days off due to inclement weather, other calendar changes will have to be made.

The Orange Public School District is “all-a-buzz” with school-wide Spelling Bees. So far three schools have declared
Spelling Bee Champions, ready to compete in the District Spelling Bee of Champions, scheduled for Saturday, February 2,
2012 at Orange Preparatory Academy Auditorium.
