Materials:
D-cell

Light bulb (#222 from kit)

Long wire

Masking tape
Build your own flashlight. 
Compare and contrast it to a real one. Draw a picture of your flashlight. Write or diagram your findings. 
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Make a Burglar Alarm

The flashlight can be turned into a simple burglar alarm. 

Materials:

Index card

String about 1 meter in length

flashlight

Instructions:

Cut a rectangle about 3 cm by 4 cm  from an index card. Punch a hole in the paper and tie a piece of string to the card. The string can vary in length but should be about a meter long.

Insert the card between the bulb and the cell whild the bulb is lit. The card, an insulator, will open the circuit and turn the light off. But if something pulls on the string, the card will slip out, closing the circuit and turning on the light.

After taping the free end of the string to the closed door, when the door opens, the light will go on and indicate a “burglar.” 
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
