Amplifying Youth Voices 
 

An exciting series of forums for Orange students was launched on February 16 at Orange 

High School. The forums, an outgrowth of student concerns, some noted at the Teen Summit, 

will provide students with an opportunity to have their voices heard. Further, the forums will 

serve as a vehicle to create a community mobilization plan to help guide youth violence 

prevention and provide outlets to address their concerns. The forums are collaboratively 

sponsored by Hands, Inc., Healthy Orange, The HUUB, Orange Public School District, 

Mascomsumption Media and the Orange Public School District. The inaugural event was led 

by Dawan Alford, Hands Inc. and Patricia Rodgers, Masconsumption Media. Nurse Laura 

Sacks, Orange Preparatory Academy, coordinated the event for the Orange Public School 

District. 

The students who attended represented several organizations including Berry’s Butterflies, 

the National Honor Society, the Beta Club, HOSA, Peer Leaders, and Student Government.  

Dawan Alford reviewed his background as a former Orange 

student, now in graduate school at Rutgers. He noted that some 

students, such as those in the audience, are affected by trauma, 

asking how many have heard a gunshot or loss a family member or 

friend to violence. He recounted how he lost a best friend and how 

he felt emotionally. With that back drop students were asked to 

participate in a word association exercise (pictured left) 

responding to such things as support systems and had groups name 

songs, identifying the lyrics, that represent how they feel. Students 

were comfortable in expressing themselves and offered ideas for activities or services to 

make their lives better, such as a community center. 

 

Ms. Rogers, an Orange resident for five years, related concerns about her new home that 

resonated with the students. They all want Orange to be a place that they are proud to call 

their home. The evening ended with food, a raffle and an announcement for a follow up 

meeting with workshops scheduled for March 25. 

 

The forums will help to focus the concerns of the youth in Orange and provide a sounding 

board for their issues to ensure that they offer input into the needed changes in and 

proposed plans for the community.
