Budget Presentation

Mr. Adekunle O. James, Business Administrator and Board of
Education Secretary, presented the 2017-2018 Budget for Board
approval. As stated in the presentation, “The Orange Public
Schools received only $3,993 increase in state aid over the
current year’s level, creating a budget deficit of approximately
$ 6.9million.” The primary contributors to the deficit are
increased expenditures related to salaries and benefits. Such a
deficit could lead to a noticeable impact on district programs.
However, it was acknowledged that the district leadership met
for 5 days to limit the impact on classroom structure, keeping children in the forefront and
making an effort to protect staff.

With the creativity and guidance of the cabinet and prudent financial management of the

Business office, necessary adjustments were made in order to present a balanced budget to
the state.

The total revenue for the 2017-2018 budget is $89.1 million dollars. To balance the 2017-
2018 Budget, the following actions will be taken:



e Fund balance of $2million will
be used in 2017-18 budget

e Freeze current year’s (2016-17)
expenditures (except for
contractual / essential items) to
save funds in current year’s
budget.

District-Level Program Reductions

e Reduction in Professional
Development (PD); Workshops;
Conferences (summer & school
year PD).

e Reduction in supplies &
materials

e Reduction in Facilities
maintenance, custodial
materials.

e Breakages — Existing vacancies

e Outsourcing of all transportation
needs

Program Restructuring:

e Oakwood Ave. School will be reduced to 1 class
per grade level, except for 2™ grade (which
remains at 2 classes).

e Existing Pre-school classes at Mt. Carmel will be
moved to Oakwood Ave. School.

e Proposed new STEM program and existing
Scholars program will be housed at Mt. Carmel
building.

e The Marylawn School building will no longer be
pursued

e Special Services Dept. will bring back 3 to 4 non-
fragile students (estimated cost savings of $300,000

e 15% cut from non-salary lines in school level
budget for 2017-18.

e Reduction in programs like: ESL, Robotics, summer
programs, RWC, Micro-society etc.

e Cut back of after school program. All after school
programs will end at 4:00pm instead of 4:30pm.

e Elimination of Saturday programs

e Reduction in 33 FTE’s

e Reduction in planned activity of the STEM program
