All insurance is accepted. I.D. is required. If you have “managed 
care”, then you need a referral from your doctor to get tested. Medicare 
and Medicaid are accepted. If you do not have insurance, Medicare or 
Medicaid, please bring your Social Security card to be tested. If you do 
not have insurance, Medicare, Medicaid or a Social Security card, please 
bring a check, money order or cash in the amount of $152.15.
Testing is for Orange residents only. 
The test will take about 10 minutes and will be administered with a nasal 
swab by a licensed nurse or physician.
