The school wide uniform requirements are as follows:

Gray or Maroon Sweater Vest, Fleece, Blazer, or Vest may be worn.

Gray or Maroon Sweatshirts and Pants or Shorts for Physical Education (students will bring these to school and change for
gym — no gym uniforms will be worn to school).

e Hoodies will not be allowed to worn during the day at Orange Preparatory Academy of Inquiry and Innovation.
