	Use of Stage

Space
	· Sits or stands in the same spot for duration of an activity that encourages movement, or
· Moves frenetically when an activity would benefit from stillness
	· Moves through immediate space sometimes

· May either move too much or too little overall for character/situation


	· Uses immediate space to advantage most times

· Adapts to space available

· Movement level is generally appropriate to character/situation with some small lapses
	· Adapts movements to space easily

· Movement level portrays character/situation accurately
	· Adapts movements sensitively to space available

· Times movements to use space in conjunction with other characters

· Makes varied, interesting use of space

	Use of Body and Movement

(Physical)
	· Habitual body movements represent self, not the character

· Vague use of arms/legs/facial expression are difficult to interpret
	· Little variety of movement, though one or two signature movements sketch character/situation

· Imitations of movements demonstrated are imprecise
	· Movements generally call to mind character/situation portrayed

· Movements of large body parts (arms, legs, trunk) clearly identified with character/situation

· Generally correct imitations of movements
	· Movements clearly call to mind character/situation portrayed

· Movements at large scale and small scale identify character/situation

· Imitations of movements always correct
	· Uses all parts of body freely to represent character rather than self

· Able to imitate movements of leader and create character portrayed

· Varies force of movements naturally to reveal character

	Character
Emotions
	· Ignores objects in the scene which could be used to mark character, or

· Indiscriminately handles all objects available
	· Uses some objects to indicate character/situation

· Use of objects may be over done or under-played, losing some effectiveness
	· Uses objects immediately available to good advantage

· Seeks out suitable objects to portray character/situation
	· Uses objects immediately available to enhance character/situation

· Seeks and finds objects which enhance drama

· Has an eye for revealing details
	· Uses objects to portray information and emotional tone sensitively and accurately

· Uses available objects and searches out appropriate objects in diverse and creative ways

	Vocal / Verbal Expression
	· Little verbal or vocal use

· Expression monotone or so low as to be difficult to hear

· Vocabulary chosen is habitual and obscures character/situation
	· Occasionally demonstrates some variety in one or two of volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality

· Expression is mostly understandable

· There is an attempt to use vocabulary appropriate to character/situation
	· Demonstrates some variety of volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality

· Expression is understandable

· Vocabulary chosen is generally appropriate to character/situation
	· Demonstrates variety in most of volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality

· Expression is interesting and understandable

· Vocabulary chosen is always appropriate to character/situation
	· Demonstrates variety in volume, tone , pitch and voice quality appropriate to character/situation

· Expression enhances character/situation

· Vocabulary chosen is precise and appropriate to character/situation

	Story-Making
	· Sequences are jumbled and the emerging  chronology of the story cannot be determined

· Cause and effect are not understandable
	· Story sequences can be determined with some effort

· Some causes and effects are confused or misplaced
	· Story sequences flow and the chronology of the story is generally clear, though there may be a misplaced detail

· Implications of events is clear
	· Story sequences and details are clear

· Implications of events and circumstances are clear
	· Story sequences are sensitively recounted and immediately understandable

· Implication of events and circumstances is clear and interestingly presented

	Effect on Audience
	· Audience is confused and may be annoyed by difficulty of understanding
	· Audience follows performance politely
	· Audience quietly  enjoys performance
	· Audience clearly enjoys performance
	· Audience is deeply engaged, eager to follow performance, and responds enthusiastically

	Focus
	· Performance easily shaken
	· Performance at risk  and uneven
	· Performance stable, relatively smooth
	· Flashes of spontaneity and style enliven solid performance
	· Performance is alive and explores the bounds of form
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
